Using Context to Infer the Meaning of Unknown Words in College

English Reading

Abstract: Top priority is given to reading in college English teaching and learning. And it has been recognized that reading

comprehension is affected by many factors among which vocabulary is one major factor. Students’ vocabulary size is correlated with

their reading comprehension. However, there may be a dozen or more unfamiliar words on each page of the reading text. Then how

to work out the meaning of the unknown words becomes obviously important. One effective strategy is to help students use context

to guess word meaning.
